Pay for Performance Initiatives for 2009

Pay for Performance Initiatives for 2009 -- Quality-based purchasing utilizes payment methods and other incentives to encourage quality improvement and patient-focused high value care. At least 24 states have implemented a wide range of “pay for performance” initiatives under Medicaid and SCHIP. CMS has launched a Medicare Hospital Quality Initiative to promote payment for evidence-based care that results in high quality services, access efficiency, and successful patient care outcomes. 2009 will bring an expanded quality program for hospital inpatient services – 43 new quality measures are being added for which hospitals will have to report data in order t receive the full Medicare annual payment increase. All of these reimbursement methodologies not only require improved patient care, but also improvements in documentation and reporting.
